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[bookmark: _Toc22121258]This document is a guide to onboard new Mulesoft developers onto the Industrial Co Mulesoft platform.

[bookmark: _Toc210908635]GIT SOURCE CODE MANAGEMENT

The location of all source code should be inside Git repositories.  

· Navigate to the Git repository locatio
· Inside, find any repositories prefixed with “wac-“.
· Create new repository. Make sure the name of the project is the same as the artifactId defined in your pom.xml and same as the project in Design Center.  Follow the naming conventions for projects:

odmit-<platform/entity>-<exp|prc|sys>-api

For example:

wac-salesforce-sys-api
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Use the embedded JDK that comes with Anypoint Studio:
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1. Download Maven from here.  Make sure to use version 3.8.8 or 3.8.6, not higher.
1. Maven doesn't have an installer.  Simply unzip the download and place the resulting apache-maven-3.8.6 (or latest version) folder in an easy to remember location.  
1. For example:  Place the apache-maven-3.8.6 folder in C:\Program Files
1. Set up Environment Variables on your Windows workstation:
2. Set up JAVA_HOME to point to the location of your JDK installation
2. Set up MAVEN_HOME to point to the location of your Maven installation
2. Add %JAVA_HOME%/bin to your PATH
2. Add %MAVEN_HOME%/bin to your PATH
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If you able to update Environment Variables, update Environment Variables for just your user account:
1. Follow the below steps to add Java and Maven to the PATH variable.
1. From the start menu, type "Advanced System Properties", click "View Advanced System Properties settings, then Click Environment Variables.   
1. Confirm JAVA_HOME is set - If it isn't, create the System Variable and set it to the home directory of your JAVA installation 
1. Edit the PATH system variable - Open the path variable and make two entries (if JAVA is already there, skip it): 
1. C:\Program Files\apache-maven-3.8.6\bin (or wherever your location is)
1. C:\Program Files\AdoptOpenJDK\{JDK 17 version} 
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Test Java by opening new command line interface and running
2. java -version


1. Test Maven by navigating to the bin folder and executing the below command.
3. mvn -v
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1. Download Anypoint Studio 
0. Make sure to download the latest 7.22.0 (or later) version of AnypointStudio. 
0. If you have access to the Support Portal, go to the Downloads section, if not, go to: https://www.mulesoft.com/lp/dl/studio
1. Unzip and run the Anypoint executable.  
Note: Use a strong unzip tool like 7zip. 
1. Create a new workspace when prompted
1. Install Required MuleSoft Runtimes 
3. Go go Help → Install New Software

1. Select the following update site: "Mule Runtimes for Anypoint Studio"
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1. Open Preferences in Anypoint Studio
0. Window → Preferences
1. Configure Maven home in Anypoint Studio
1. Press "Test Maven Configuration" button and verify you get a green check.

1. Configure Java home (select you JDK instead of JRE) in Anypoint Studio.  If your JDK is not listed.  Add it. 
1. You will have a value like: C:\Program Files\AdoptOpenJDK\jdk-{version}
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1. Download the executable from here.
1. Run the installer and use the default settings while navigating through the install wizard.
1. Open Git Windows and add access to Industrial Co Git
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Since CI/CD pipelines are not yet fully developed, follow instead these manual build steps:

· Run this command inside command prompt on your local machine, after you complete the Java and Maven installation and configuration steps (including setting up Environment Variables):

mvn clean package

· Validate that the command line completes the execution like this:
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Login into Anypoint Platform and navigate to Runtime Manager.  Create a new application and deploy the JAR file that has been build in the previous section.  Example application deployed looks like this:
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To supply proper values inside Runtime Manager for these two:

anypoint.platform.client_id
anypoint.platform.client_secret

inside the Runtime properties, you need to make sure you get these values from “Applications” Child Group under “Sandbox” Environment inside Access Management.  Don’t use the “Sandbox” Environment client id/secret, as those won’t work.
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
